Dennis Thiele - POA for father. There is no house on property. No change unless easement resolved. Extra traffic, trucks etc, causes damage to driveway.

Ron Combs - Road frontage, Thiele was grandfathered.

Town Attorney - Why a land division? Why are we here? There is no land division.
Ron Comb - I was asked by John Bailey to help fill out application. Was not hired to do land division/survey. 
This type of issue could happen again because of the "will only".

Colin Byrnes - This is a sub-standard lot currently to build a house on.
